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Steve Hornsby, J.D., Deputy Commissioner of Juvenile Justice, was appointed to this position in March 2005. Hornsby served as general sessions and juvenile court judge of Hardeman County for 13 years where he served on the Executive Committee of Tennessee Council of Juvenile and Family Court Judges for six years. In 2003, Governor Phil Bredesen appointed Hornsby to the Children’s Cabinet, an executive-level work group that focuses on improving services to children in Tennessee. Hornsby retired from the bench in 2003 and became special assistant to Commissioner Miller and, in 2004, Miller named him general counsel for the department. Hornsby was named the 2004 recipient of the McCain-Abernathy Award at the annual Joint Conference of the Juvenile Court Services. This award honors current or former judges who have demonstrated dedication and commitment to improving the juvenile court system and achieving better outcomes for children. In 2007, Hornsby was elected to the executive board of the Council of Juvenile Correctional Administrators, a national organization of juvenile justice professionals who are dedicated to improving the outcomes of juvenile correctional systems.
